Mission and Organizational Structure

1.1 Introduction

Agriculture continues to be the backbone of Indian Economy, whose contribution to national
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is around 17% at constant prices. It plays vital role in employment
generation as it provides livelihood to over half of the population. Agriculture sector was required to
grow at 4% for the Indian Economy to grow at over 8% (Twelfth Five Year Plan). The sector faces
problems of underemployment, low productivity, small farm holdings, poor marketing and supply
chain linkage, inadequate storage facility, food wastage, distress selling, erratic climate, crop failure/
damage and many others. If these issues are properly addressed then this sector has tremendous
potential for expansion, employment generation and economic growth of the country.

The small and marginal holdings taken together (below 2.00 ha.) constituted 86.28% in 2015-16 against
83.29% in 2005-06 and the operated area was just 47.3% in Agriculture Census 2015-2016 as against
the corresponding figure of 41.14% in 2005-06 (Agriculture Census 2015-2016. All India Report on
Number and Area of Operational Holdings, Agriculture Census Division Department of Agriculture &
Co-Operation, Ministry of Agriculture, Government of India 2014). In addition to the fragmented land
holding, small and marginal farmers face problem of intensive labour involvement, high cost of production,
low productivity, high input cost, obsolete technology, lack of credit, low profit margin, vulnerable to
market risk and lack of market linkage and information. Economic Survey 2017-18 points out that there
is predominance of small operational holding in Indian Agriculture. It is, therefore, needed to consolidate
the land holdings to reap the benefits of agriculture mechanisation. In the Economic survey 2018-19, it
is mentioned that with decline in the size of land holdings in Agriculture, India has to focus on resource
efficiency in Small holder farming to meet the Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) targets and also to
attain sustainability in Agriculture.

Small and marginal farmers are aggregated at various levels to form Farmers’ Interest Groups (FIGs),
Farmers’ Producers Organization, and State Level Farmers’ Producers Federations respectively.
Such aggregation and collective bargaining makes them a viable economic entity benefiting from
leverage of modern technology, farm mechanisation, reduce cost of operation of farm machinery,
custom service, cheaper input supply, remunerative price for produce and efficient supply chain
management. It allows enhanced agricultural productivity through pooling of land resources,
diversification of business activities through backward and forward linkages, easier access to market
information on agricultural produce and accessibility to agricultural credit. Governmental support
and handholding can convert them into independent and economically sustainable organizations.

The schemes of Government implemented through SFAC like EGCGE, Delhi Kisan Mandi and
VCA supports backward and forward linkage in supply chain management by promoting agro-
processing and value addition to the produce. The small farmers are benefited by direct purchase
at farm gate and linkage with agro processing units. Therefore encouraging FPO/ agripreneurs
in agribusiness by enhancing access to institutional credit and marketing network shall provide
backward and forward linkages in the agriculture sector and contribute to economic growth of the
country and financial inclusion of small and marginal farmers.

1.2 Establishment of SFAC

Realizing the prevailing need for creating a conducive environment for generating rural employment |
and enhancing farmers income, the then Hon'ble Finance Minister announced the decision of
Government of India’s new initiative for setting up of Small Farmer’s Agri-Business Consortium in

his budget speech for the year 1992-93 in the following words:
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“Special attention needs to be paid to supporting innovative ideas for generating income and
employment in rural areas through support to various types of agri-business”.

The setting up of the Small Farmers’ Agri-Business Consortium (SFAC) in 1994 was a sequel to the
above announcement for bringing about and facilitating a farm-focus growth through new ventures
in agro-based industries. SFAC has emerged as a Developmental Institution with its core aims and
objectives focused on increased production and productivity, value addition, provision of efficient
linkages between producers and consumers. SFAC deals with agriculture in its wider connotation,
including fisheries and horticulture.

1.3 Vision & Mission of SFAC

i. To promote agribusiness projects by catalyzing private investment for generating income and
rural employment; and

ii. To promote aggregation of farmers as producers’ organizations with forward and backward
linkages for efficient supply chain management.

1.4 Organizational Set-up

SFAC has been envisaged as a catalytic/facilitating agency to promote agri-business activities. After
looking into the various options in regard to the legal form of this organization, Planning Commission
decided that appropriate organizational form of SFAC would be a Society to be registered under
the Societies Registration Act 1860. Accordingly, it was considered appropriate by the Government
of India to register it as a Society under the Societies Registration Act, 1860, promoted initially by
Government of India and Banks. Thereafter, SFAC was registered as a Society on 18" January,
1994 and is functioning as a Developmental Institution under the aegis of Department of Agriculture,
Cooperation & Farmers Welfare, Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare. During the year 2006-07,
the total membership corpus of SFAC stood at Rs.11.45 crore. The above Corpus was contributed
by the Promoter Members, Primary Members and Associate Members (with no voting right) as per
details furnished below:

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1.5 Management and Administrative Set-up

The Articles of Association of the Society provide for a total of 14 permanent non-elective seats for
the Promoter Members on the Board of Management of the Society. Of this, the Government of
India has six non-elective seats, including the President and Vice President of the Society and seven
nominees of the President, with the other Promoter Members having only one non-elective seat
each. The Promoter Members are in perpetuity and no Promoter Member is entitled to disassociate
itself from the affairs and business of the Society, in accordance with the provisions of the Societies
Registration Act, 1860.

Under the existing provisions of Articles of Association there are 23 members in the Board of
Management of SFAC.

The Board of Management of SFAC is chaired, ex-officio, by Hon'ble Union Minister for Agriculture
& Farmers Welfare, as the President and the Secretary (Agriculture, Cooperation & Farmers Welfare),
Government of India, as the ex-officio Vice-President.

The Board of Management has constituted three committees viz the Executive Committee chaired by
the Vice-President of the Society to deliberate on important matters as well as other executive matters
for submission to the Board of Management, the Investment Committee chaired by Managing Director
to deliberate on agri-business proposals for sanction of Venture Capital Assistance and Standing
Audit Committee chaired by MD to address issues concerning to audit report of SFAC.

The day-to-day affairs of the Society are looked after by the Managing Director assisted by other
personnel at appropriate levels.

1.6 Resources of SFAC
The Society maintains a SFAC fund to which the amounts received from following heads are credited:

a. all sums of money that may be provided by the Government,
b. all subscriptions and charges received from the members,

c. all sums of money generated from gift commodities by the Society or received by it by way of
grants and donations; and

d. all sums of money received by the Society in any other manner or from any other sources.

Establishment and other revenue expenses are being met out of interest earned on membership corpus
fund and also from income derived from services rendered for schemes related work. Donations, if
any, received by SFAC are exempted from income tax under section 18(G) of Indian Income Tax Act
1961.

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Venture Capital Assistance Scheme

3.1 SFAC is implementing a Central Sector Scheme for Agribusiness Development through
Venture Capital Assistance (VCA) to qualifying projects, which promotes linkages with farmers for
procurement of their produce as raw material and provides employment in rural areas. Venture
Capital Assistance under the Scheme meets the funding gap in the means of finance as worked out
by the lending Financial Institution and is refundable back to SFAC after the repayment of term loan
of lending Institution as per original repayment schedule or earlier without interest or in four equal
quarterly instalments which will carry interest at the same rate as charged by the bank for the term

loan.

3.3 During the year 2018-19, SFAC has sanctioned Venture Capital amount of Rs. 130.35 Crores
to 453 agri-business projects across the country with total private & institutional investment of Rs.
1594.13 Crores. This has directly benefited approximately 21265 farmers by providing marketing
support to their produce and generating employment to approximately 8670 persons in rural areas.
The details of beneficiaries of Venture Capital sanctioned and released are given at Annexure — II.

3.4 SFAC has been organizing awareness camps to publicize the VCA and EGCGF scheme all
over India. Awareness Camps have been organized in 6 States across 63 districts level, camps
in the financial year 2018-19. These camps were attended by approximately 5000 participants,
which included various officials including District Magistrates and other functionaries at the District
level, along with bankers, chartered accountants, consultants, officials of NABARD, farmers and
entrepreneurs. These camps proved to be useful in not only spreading awareness about the VCA
Scheme but also helped in clarifying doubts and motivating participants towards the various initiatives
in enterprise development across agriculture and allied sectors.

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Equity Grant Scheme
for Farmer Producer Companies

4.1 SFAC is also implementing the EGCGFS Scheme for Farmer Producer Companies from the
year 2013-14. The Scheme is operational across the country. Through this scheme two major
initiatives have been taken to support Farmer Producer Companies (FPCs) viz., support to the equity
base of FPCs by providing matching equity grant upto a maximum of Rs. 15.00 lakh. FPC shall be
allowed to draw the Equity Grant in a maximum of two tranches within a period of 3 years subject
to the cap of Rs. 15.00 lakh per FPC. Secondly, setting up of a Credit Guarantee Fund to provide
risk cover to banks which advance loans to FPCs without collateral upto Rs.100.00 lakh. Maximum
Guarantee Cover shall be restricted to the extent of 85% of the eligible sanctioned credit facility, or
to Rs. 85 Lakh, whichever is lower

Equity Grant Fund (EGF) and Credit Guarantee Fund (CGF) are sequential in nature as the EGF
enables eligible FPCs to receive a grant equivalent in amount to the equity contribution of their
shareholder members in the FPC, subject to a cap of Rs. 15.00 lakh, thus enhancing the overall
capital base of the FPC, their borrowing ability and CGF provide collateral free credit to FPCs by
minimizing their lending risks in respect of loans not exceeding Rs. 100.00 lakhs

4.3 During the year under review, 201 FPCs have been sanctioned Equity Grant with an amount of
Rs. 12.87 Crore in 15 States as against 254 FPCs from 2014-15 to 2017-18. Maharashtra has topped
the list with 56 FPCs and second in the list is Karnataka and Uttar Pradesh with 31 FPCs in each
State. Equity Grant Scheme directly benefitted 1.61 lakh farmers. Detailed report is at Annexure-III.

5.1 Nanjanagud Horticulture Farmer Producer Company Ltd._ is purely a farmer based Company
established by Department of Horticulture, fund assisted by SFAC and Resource Institute named
ICCOA, Bangalore in 2015. Registration of farmer share holders started by the end of 2015 where
it reached 520 share holders in 5 months. Company is registered under company’s act 2013 on 31
May 2016 by 5 boards of Directors.

Once the company got registered it opened its office at Nanjangud village, Hullahalli, Nanjanagud
Taluk, Mysore district. After that company got licenses like Panchayat, fertilizers licenses. Then
company started its business activities i.e., sales of fertilizers for the share holders of the company
from 23 September 2016. Eventually later on got pesticides, seeds licenses and widened its business.
Later company also concentrated on other agricultural inputs like taurpalins, cow feeds, agriculture
purpose plastic bags, jute threads etc . And widen its business activities by 2017. Till that time the
share holders of the company had reached to 950 members.

Company was conducting time to time Board meetings about the overall developmental issues of
the company which made the company to move forward. Through the support of Horticulture
Department the company started Custom Hiring Centre (CHC) for the share holders from july 2017,
which helped the farmers in using by reducing the labour cost and timely availability of machineries
in low cost in areas where the availability of vehicle is difficult.

Company started training programmes to share holders in various agriculture activities in Association
with Horticulture Department, KVK, IIHR, College of Horticulture, Mysuru and some other companies.

Once the company got stability in input activities. It started focusing on output marketing. In 2018
company got trade license from Agriculture Produce Marketing Produce Ltd, Mysore. And now they
are working to start the marketing of farmers agriculture produce.

Future Plans

Apart from the input sales company is planning of planning for collection centre for vegetables in
our company for export marketing and small scale industries like mushroom production, supplying
vegetables to urban hotels and hostels. As our FPO is only 15 km distance from the city.
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5.2 Valwill Sudesi Farmers Producers Company Ltd. (VSFPCL), Tamil Nadu was formed on
11.05.2016 at Andagalurgate, Rasipuram, Namakkal District, Tamil Nadu with the Mission of
providing the benefits of Indian traditional food grains and herbals to all by value addition and make
it a balanced nutrition. The FPC is focused on promoting the production of Minor Millets and Pulses.
VSFPCL is supported by National Agro Foundation Chennai as Resource Institution. An amount of
Rs.5.00 lakh has been sanctioned by SFAC Headquarter as project cost while another Rs.5.00 lakh
they received as Equity from Tamil Nadu SFAC.

FPC has developed 79 value added products of Minor Millets and Pulses and selling the product in
the brand name of “foodnet”. So far the total turnover of the FPO is Rs.60.35 lakh. The efforts of
the FPO resulted in the betterment of small farmers, especially in the empowerment of rural women
farmers in that area. Women members have undergone training in value addition of the products
and their economic and social status has improved after the inception of FPO.

The financial assistance from SFAC led to a win-win situation for their overall well-being. The FPO
opened outlets for direct marketing and also distribution channels within and outside Namakkal
district for their value added Minor Millet and Pulses products.
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Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme
for Farmer Producer Companies

6.1 The Fund has been set up with the primary objective of providing a Credit Guarantee Cover
to Eligible Lending Institutions (Scheduled Commercial Banks included in 2nd schedule of RBI Act),

RRBs, NCDC, NABARD and its subsidiaries) to enable them to provide collateral free credit to FPCs
by minimising their lending risks in respect of loans with the primary objectives:

a. To provide protection to ELIs by extending credit guarantee and covering their lending risks
upto Rs. 1.00 Crore.

b. To enable FPC to get collateral free loan by providing credit guarantee to ELlIs.

SFAC extends Credit Guarantee facility to Eligible lending Institutions against their Collateral free
lending to Farmer Producer Company.

Maximum Guarantee Cover shall be restricted to the extent of 85% of the eligible sanctioned credit
facility, or to Rs. 85 Lakh, whichever is lower. In case of default, claims shall be settled up to 85% of
the amount in default subject to maximum cover as specified above.

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Promotion of Farmer Producer
Organizations (FPOs)

7.1 SFAC was mandated by Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers Welfare,
Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Govt. of India, to support the State Governments in the
formation of Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs). The initiative which started in 2011-12 under
the two Central Sector Schemes for Vegetable Initiative for Urban Clusters (VIUC) and Integrated
Development of 60,000 Pulse Villages in Rainfed Areas has expanded in its scope and covers special
FPO projects being taken up by some State Governments under general RKVY funds as well as
under the National Demonstration Project under the National Food Security Mission (NFSM) and
Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH).

As on 31 March, 2019, against a target of 8.82 lakh farmers to be mobilized 7.71 lakh small &
marginal farmers have been identified and formed into 45,382 Farmer Interest Groups (FIGs). These
FIGs further have been federated into FPOs and so far 792 FPOs have been registered and 105 are
under the process of registration.

7.2 Impact of FPO Promotion

FPOs are successfully reducing their procurement cost of inputs.

Saving are made in production costs through custom hiring facilities, transportation, commission,
time, low wastage of produce, proper payments etc.

Enabling higher value accruals through common value addition facilities and direct sale to
buyers; developing alternate market channels.

Market for organically farmed commodities is being exploited through collective farming
practices.
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Initiatives for Sustainability of FPOs

8.1 Status of Professional Training Programme

Specialized trainings focusing on business and financial planning, legal compliance, development
of marketing strategies upgrading business skills are being conducted in different states for Chief
Executive Officers (CEOs) and Board of Directors (BoDs) in collaboration with prominent national
level training institutes like Bankers Institute of Rural Development (BIRD), National Institute for
Rural Development and Panchayati Raj (NIRD&PR). During FY 2018-19, 116 CEOs and BODs
from 38 FPOs have been benefited through these trainings.

8.2 Status of FPO Buyer E-Interface

e To help FPOs in establishing better market linkages, SFAC has developed first-of-its-kind FPO
Buyer E-interface platform. The major objective for developing this e-portal is to link the FPO
directly with Organised Buyers like - Retailers, Exporters and Processors etc.

e Currently, around 911 FPCs promoted by SFAC, NABARD, MACP, RACP etc. have been
promoted login credential for the portal and their profile have been created on the portal,
where these FPCs have to update their crop information time to time, so that the updated
information on crops will be readily available to the buyers.

e SFAC is also trying to on-board FPOs which are promoted by other agencies, so that the
benefits of the portal could be extended to all the FPOs in the country. As on March, 2019 total
31 Buyers have been registered under different categories of Buyers i.e Retailer, wholesaler,
Processors, Exporters etc.

8.3 Status of Infrastructure Scheme under MIDH Programme

SFAC was mandated by DAC&FW to promote Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs) in the country.
To strengthen horticulture based FPOs promoted by SFAC during 2011-12 and in consecutive years
needs to be strengthened so as to make them sustainable in longer run. These FPOs lack the basic
facilities like sorting, grading, packaging, etc. owing to which they are not able to get remunerative
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prices or tap the emerging opportunities for marketing their produce. In this regard under Mission for
Integrated for Horticulture (MIDH) scheme, SFAC has conducted feasibility study of 43 Horticulture
based FPOs during 2018-19. During March, 2019 eleven FPCs were supported for creation of
infrastructure under MIDH scheme by SFAC.

8.4 Dal Mill Under NFSM Programme

e Under NFSM, SFAC has taken initiatives for dovetailing FPOs with NFSM Scheme for provision
of requisite infrastructure for pulses i.e for establishing Mini Dal Mill, Setting up of procurement

center and branding & marketing support to FPOs registered under NFSM program during
2017-18.

e As on March, 2019, total amount of Rs. 1.30 crores has been utilized towards first and second
installments to the 17 FPOs out of 25 sanctioned FPOs in the State of Maharashtra (11 FPOs),
Gujarat (4 FPOs), Karnataka (5 FPOs), Madhya Pradesh (2 FPOs), Rajasthan (1 FPO), and
Telangana (2 FPOs).

8.5 Agri Business Promoting Unit (ABPU)

In view of the challenges faced by the FPCs and considering the scope for improving the sustainability,
need for a program has emerged which can support FPCs to provide them market linkages and
address their challenges. Thus, SFAC launched a program namely Agri-business Promotion Unit
(ABPU) to improve the competitiveness of FPCs and to help them to become sustainable business
entities in a long run. The program has been launched on pilot basis for supporting 30
FPCs in the state of West Bengal, Karnataka and Madhya Pradesh and for that purpose
Grant Thornton India LLP was appointed to undertake the pilot program for a period of 2 years.
A step-by-step procedure was followed to select 30 FPCs for the pilot initiative. These FPCs deal
in different crops based on the local weather and growing conditions. The FPCs have the ability to
supply in large quantum to the processors or other market players.

How ABPU Initiative has Supported FPCs?

e Market led business plans: Developing a comprehensive business trajectory for the selected
FPCs by developing deep insights of the market they are functioning in and giving them
assistance to run a sustainable business in the market. This will include overall development of
the FPC’s capacity to undertake profitable business activities.

e Market support services for business plan implementation: Linking the Agri-Inputs
supplier like Bayer crop science, United phosphorous limited (UPL), IFFCO, Indian Potash Limited
(IPL) etc. to the FPCs for a mutually beneficial relationship where FPCs may supply quality
products to farmers and also achieve better margins for meeting out its operational expenses.
Post the program inception team ABPU figured out that market linkage is one of the major
components in the programme that will result in increased revenue for the FPCs and associated
farmers by selling produce at competitive market prices. It would also strengthen the bargaining
power of farmers in the market Further linking the FPCs for the marketing of the agriculture
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commodity produced by its member farmers. After ABPU interventions the FPCs are associated
with Waycool, NCDEX, Mother Dairy, Adani Wilmar, ITC, Zomato, Big Basket and Jubilant etc.
directly eliminating the middlemen and improving the price realisation for both seller and buyer.

Primary processing infrastructure development: Assistance in identifying and developing
the primary infrastructure required for the primary processing of the harvest. This will be useful
to obtain a better value for the produce and also for better market linkages. ABPU will also
identify synergy between various government schemes and FPC activities and will assist the
FPCs in leveraging the support available.

Financial Linkage: Finance is vital for all the businesses, and remains one of the critical
challenges for the FPCs. By creating linkages between the FPCs and the bankers, and assisting
in the financial inclusion that will help the FPCs to grow at a rapid and uninterrupted pace.

Capacity building training and handholding programme: By providing quality training
to the stakeholders and providing relevant handholding support, the ABPU aims to empower
the FPCs to conduct their businesses in a robust manner, also by helping FPCs to gain the
understanding of the processes they need to execute in order to be successful. The shortlisted
FPCs will be supported in undertaking business activities and also in meeting the compliances
on a regular basis.

Outcome

The project is focused on increasing the income of the farmers through FPCs in a sustainable
manner along with overall development of the agribusiness ecosystem. This will enable the
farmers to undertake their business activities for a long run and will also assist them to further
grow as entrepreneurs.

Team ABPU has successfully established 51 forward market linkages of FPCs with various
processors, retail companies, input suppliers, etc. Total value of transactions through output
trading was INR 14.39 crore across the three states within a span of 1 year.

Moreover, ABPU has prepared 31 business plans across the three states. Total amount to be
leveraged from the banks, financial institutions, state government, etc., is INR 664.72 lakh.
Team ABPU conducted an assessment to compare the impact created before and after the
intervention of ABPU. The following is the cumulative impact created by ABPU after its
intervention in three states and with 31 FPCs:

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Delhi Kisan Mandi (DKM)

9.1 Delhi Kisan Mandi (KM) is a platform for direct sale of fruits and vegetables to wholesale and
retail buyers in Delhi/NCR. SFAC has launched a Delhi Kisan Mandi at Delhi in September 2014, with
the objective of linking farmers and FPOs to wholesale and retail buyers in the Fruits and Vegetables
(F&V) segment. The Delhi Kisan Mandi has already begun its operations. In March, 2019, 800 MT
has been traded with a value of Rs. 65 lakh. However, from April, 18 to March, 19, a progressive total
of 8560.90 MT has been traded with the value of Rs. 1126.19 lakh. Since launching of the platform
in September 2014 till August 2019, the Delhi Kisan Mandi has traded a total volume of 48447 MT
of fresh produce sourced directly from farmers and FPOs and marketed to wholesale buyers, such as
SAFAL, organized retailers, hotels and caterers etc with a total value Rs. 5798 lakh.

National Agriculture Market is a pan-India electronic trading (e-trading) portal which seeks to
network the existing physical APMCs through a virtual platform to create a unified national market
for agricultural commodities. NAM is a “virtual” market but it has a physical market (mandi) at the
back end. The NAM Portal provides a single window service for all APMC related information and
services. This includes commodity arrivals, quality & prices buy & sell offers, provision to respond to
trade offers and electronic payment settlement directly into farmers’ account, among other services.
While material flow (agriculture produce) shall continue to happen through mandis, an online market
which aims at reducing transaction costs, bridging information asymmetry and help in expanding the
market access for farmers.

11.1 Scheme Design

Under the scheme an appropriate common e-market platform has been set up and deployed in 585
regulated wholesale markets in 16 States & 02 Union Territories by March 2019. Further, DAC & FW
has approved additional 415 mandis to be integrated with eNAM by 2020.

DAC&FW gave grant as one time fixed cost subject to the ceiling of ¥ 75.00 lakhs per Mandi (other
than to the private mandis) for related equipment / infrastructure. Initially ¥ 30.00 lakhs per mandi
was allotted as one time fixed grant for computer hardware, internet facility, assaying equipment.
While, additional 340.00 lakhs per mandi was sanctioned for creation of facilities such as sorting,
grading, cleaning and packaging and for bio-composting unit per mandi % 5.00 lakhs were allocated.

Further, free access is given to e-NAM platform for e-NAM trade operation. In addition, free training
is provided to stakeholders in e-NAM mandis i.e farmers, Farmer Producer Organisations, traders,
commission agents & mandi officials.

11.2 Marketing Reforms Mandatory for Joining e-NAM

For pursuing reforms in the focussed manner, out of various areas of reforms, department identified
3 reforms and made them mandatory as pre-condition for the state to participate in e-NAM scheme.
These areas of reforms are summarised as given below:

a. To promote and permit e-trading;
b. Single point levy of market fee;

c. Unified registration/ license for trade/ transaction in more than one market;

11.3 Objectives of e-NAM
The main objectives of the Scheme are:

i. to promote better marketing opportunities for farmers/farmer producer organisations/ sellers
through online access to more buyers / markets, removal of information asymmetry between
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farmer and trader, better and real-time price discovery based on actual demand and supply
of Agri-commodities, transparency in auction process, prices commensurate with quality of
produce, online payment etc. that contribute to marketing efficiency;

ii. to establish quality assaying systems for quality assurance to promote informed bidding by
buyers;

iii. to streamline marketing/ transaction procedures and make them uniform across all markets to
promote efficient functioning of the markets;

iv. to integrate regulated wholesale agriculture markets first at the level of the States and eventually
across the country through a common online market platform, to facilitate pan- India trade in
agricultural commodities;

v. to promote stable prices and availability of quality produce to consumers.

11.4 Benefits to Farmers

a. Farmer can access the prevailing commodity prices information on e-NAM mobile app. prior
to even going to the mandi.

b. Farmer may see the live online bid value of their produce through mobile.
The details of final bid rate of commodity of farmer are received through SMS by Farmer.

d. Online payment gateway is available for transfer of bid value directly to bank accounts of the
farmers.

e. Facility of pre-registration of lot is available through mobile app., to facilitate quick gate entry
of the lot, during peak season.

f.  Farmers may sell their produce in more than one market.
e-NAM facilitates direct trade between buyers/ traders and farmers across the country.

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11.6 Introduction of New Features

Unified Trading Licensing System for Inter State: This feature has been created for
traders to apply for interstate trade license in their e-NAM Login to enable them to participate
across eNAM mandis in the country.

e-NAM Shopping Cart: e-NAM Shopping cart is a way to enable buyers to select multiple
lots at click of button as per their choice. It has made the handling of transactions and Payment
Processes more convenient and safer.

Discounts to Traders at the Time of e-Payment: To incentivize the move towards a
cashless economy, the various state Governments have come up with incentives of discounts
on digital transactions. Thus, e-NAM introduced with Discount facilities on e-Payment. To
avail the facilities, application administrator can configure desired discount percentages in the
application and in case of e-Payment Mode selected by buyer; configured discount facilities will
be automatically applicable in the transaction.

Bunching of Multiple Invoices: Bunching of selected invoices for single payment purpose
is a trader friendly feature to reduce multiple transaction cost and time for traders. This feature
is applicable for Inter-mandi and interstate Invoices also.

. Auto Sale Agreement: Auto sale agreement feature has been added to reduce e-NAM

workflow execution time. This has benefitted in farmer’s transaction waiting time.

Logistic Information Module: Logistic module has been created in eNAM, where a logistics
provider may register themselves in e-NAM portal to post the information about the vehicles
operating in various areas of country. It is value added to the supply chain where the product

is being transported from one point in the chain to the next for providing logistics services to
eNAM buyers.

In addition to above new features, regular features have been strengthened are:

BHIM Payment Facility: Currently eNAM portal facilitates direct online payment to farmers
through RTGS/NEFT, Debit Card and Internet Banking. Facilitation of Unified Payment
Interface (UPI) through BHIM helped in easing out the payment to farmers by reducing the
payment realization time from buyers account to pool account and in turn disbursal to farmers.

Revamped Mobile App: For the benefit of users mobile app has been revamped with
following new features:

i. Multilingual (9 languages)

ii. Advance Gate Entry
iii. Track Lot Progress

iv. Sampling and Assaying Facility

v. Online Payment Facility for Trader
vi. SMS Alert on Receipt of Payment

Improved Website and eLearning: New Enhanced Website is supporting 9 languages
with easy access to information. There are dedicated sections for farmers and traders. The
e-learning module has been provided for learning at convenience by eNAM users. The website
has a section providing live status of mandis providing trade details.
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11.7 On Boarding FPOs on e-NAM Platform

86.2% of all farmers in India are small & marginal farmers, as per 10th Agriculture census 2015-16. In
order to provide last mile connect to these small & marginal farmers, Farmer Producer Organisations’
(FPQOs) integration with eNAM was envisaged.

For integration of FPOs with e-NAM ecosystem, State level FPO integration meetings were conducted
in Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana,
and West Bengal.
